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Flat Race Rules
Minimum weight for all flat races 63.5kg., except Jumbo, live weight 73 kg., race weight minimum 83kg or as decided by the Committee.
All riders in flat races to be 15 years and over. 
All riders competing at the Club’s meeting must be non-professional or by special permission of the committee.
No rider shall be permitted to partake of intoxicating drink before last race. 

Judges decision is final. 
All riders ride at their own risk.

Horses shall be nominated and ridden in all events of the Club by members only. 

All riders, competitors and horse owners in events shall be by approval of the Committee.

All senior members of the Club shall be 18 years old or over and all junior members shall be under 18 years.

The Committee shall have power to arrange the programmes and to allot prizes as best they think fit.

Competitors in flat races to wear Colours, some Club Colours available.
Approved helmets to be worn in all events. 
The Committee reserves the right to alter or delete any part of the programme.
The Committee has the right to remove or order from the grounds any person or horse acting in a dangerous or uncontrollable manner as to cause embarrassment or injury to others. 
Riders under10 years must choose either under 10 led or under 14 ridden events and stay in that group

unless otherwise stated on the programme. 
Novelty events run under Committee Rules based on A.N.R.A. Rules. Copies available at Secretary's Office. 
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
